Rules:
The competition is open to senior high (grades 9-12) students from schools in the 5th Congressional District.  One art entry per student.  Each school may submit a total of five entries.

Artwork must be two-dimensional, no larger than 30 inches by 30 inches and within the following categories for acceptance for the show:

Painting

-oil, watercolor, acrylics, etc.

Drawings

-pencil, pen and ink, pastels, charcoal, crayon.

Prints


-lithographs, silk screens, monotypes, woodcuts and intaglio methods

Mixed media/collage
-use of two or more mediums. Depth can not be more than 4 inches. 
One entry per student
Each entry must be an original concept: the entry may not be a reproduction of an image from a third party’s work in the same or any other medium; the work may not infringe the rights of any third part; the work may not violate the U.S. Copyright Laws.

All art must have a white mat and a foam core backing. Frame is optional.
Because the entire weight of art will be hung from a center point, reinforced backing must have a plastic hanger and framed are must have a wire.
Adhesive Label: All artwork submitted must have an adhesive label attached to the back.  Please use the largest label you have.
